Motoromes also suitable for daily life are becoming more and 

more popular. After nearly all manufacturers last year discovered lift beds in 

low profile units, they now are creating additional (sleeping) room on the 

roof, i.e. pop up roofs - traditionally customary in box wagons - are now 

also being offered for caravans and low profile units. This means that the 

compact models can also be enjoyed by the whole family.
